Jesus never told anyone to go and build buildings. He told us to
go and build up people. He told us to love God and love people.
He never told us to fix people, change people or save anyone. He
told us to create environments and opportunities for people that
we care about to “bump into” Jesus. . .and then, Jesus could do
what only Jesus can do.

Now,
it's our turn. We're calling it BRiX—Building Relationships in
Christ. . .because that's what it’s always been about.
