The people who wrote the Bible used many comparisons and metaphors in an 
attempt for us, the readers, to understand how “spiritual” matters and “real life, 
everyday” matters aren’t really that different. Here in Colorado, you can’t drive 
more than a few blocks before you encounter a runner out training for a race or 
trying to achieve better fitness.
