8. Scott asked, in regards to Matthew 5:5, "how would a group of meek Christians engage
with the political process". What do you think?

9. Scott asked, in regards to Matthew 5:6, " How would a Christian subculture be affected
by pursuing God instead of fame and financial gain?" What do you think?

10. Scott asked in regards to Matthew 5:7, " How would the flavor of mercy affect the
perception of being judgmental and anti-homosexual?" What do you think?

11. Read Matthew 10-12. Where do you think some Christians miss the point of these
passages?

12. How is it possible to rejoice and be glad in the midst of tough circumstances?
