Core:  

1. Jim talked about a friend of his who asked him why Jesus was important.  Why is Jesus 
important to a relationship with God?  

2. In John 14: 1-4, Jesus talks about going to prepare a place for his followers.  How does 
Jesus describe this place? 

3. In John 14: 6, Jesus makes a bold statement about Himself.  What did He say (use your own 
words)? 

4. What are the two possible reactions Jim mentioned to the statement Jesus made about 
Himself in John 14:6? 

5. Have you ever felt like Jim’s friend who feels like a bird in a cage when describing his faith? 

6. In what way has God used you in your life to help rescue someone else? 

7. What injustice in this world offends you most? 

8. Thinking of the injustice that offends you most, how can you do something about it – not 
totally fix it, but do something? 

9. What are some of the challenges that come into your mind when you consider trying to do 
something to address an injustice?
