4. In what ways have you felt Satan's influence on your life? What are Satan's tactics
against you/us?

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Read Psalm 139:7-12. What do these words tell us about our attempts to play hide and
seek with God?

He questions you to give you the chance to come
clean". What does that say about the character of God?
